Section 1 would be very generalized and historical as the AF wasn’t designated as a separate branch unit 1947.  However, there was the Army Air Force prior to that which had mobile radar.  The first Army radar set the SCR-268 wouldn’t be considered AF radar by modern definition, but it did track aircraft in range, azimuth and altitude. SCR-270 “long range” surveillance radar.
Section 2 is where we see the beginnings of what we would now consider AF mobile radars. 
Section 3 shows the development of true “mobile” and then the truly modern “transportable” AF radar.

Section 4 shows the buildup then the reduction of AF mobile radar units.  During this time the role of the ANG increased while the “Active Duty” AF units were reduced.  These increasing roles by the ANG included Drug Interdiction, National Security Missions, Joint Chief of Staff Exercises and missions to name a few.
